Have you heard this comment made? Well, it's true, or will be soon with the actions your Executive
Committee are discussing and will move forward with (assuming membership approval of course). |
have been around RC clubs for a while, and am encouraged by the positive attitudes and
enthusiasm that exist, and the progress we as a club are making. It's fun to be part of it!

Pre-Flight, pre-flight- preflight.

While this may be more of a safety issue that Jack Baxter would discuss, my recent experience
flying at our field is fodder for the topic.

Late last month, Mike Marthaler and | headed out to the snow covered field to give our snow skis a work out. | hadn'’t
used mine (the old DuBro aluminum variety) for probably 4-5 years, and was looking forward to some fun! It would also
be my first flight of the year, and first since last September (aside from some stick time on Chuck Baker’s Bug at the
gym). It was cold, but not too bad (around 30 degrees) and there was only a light breeze. After checking out my plane
(a well worn GP Big Stick) thoroughly (making sure linkages were tight, servo arms secure, tugging on the control sur-
faces, clear tape secure over the tears of the crappy covering that came on that ARF), it was time to take-off. Not bad,
not straight down the runway, but not bad. Turned downwind, and right about when the plane was in front of me,
something came off the plane and fluttered to the ground. We'll, it wasn't bright red in color, so | wasn’t too concerned.
Upon coming back around, | noticed that | was going to have to make a slalom ski landing. Yep, I'd lost a ski. | hadn’t
given one thought to checking to make sure all was secure there. | decided to go ahead and keep flying, as it might be
my only flight of the day. The landing was.... abrupt, but otherwise fine, only broke one landing gear nylon bolt. Upon
examination, the two machine screws had vibrated loose. Mike helped me search for and actually located the wayward
ski. | was able to re-attach it (in the broadest sense) for another flight with the use of a mismatched screw and duct-
tape (don't try this at home kids) figuring that all it had to do was get me airborne. Another take-off (better this
time....maybe it was the duct tape) and after flying about 3-4 laps around the field.....you guessed it ..... a ski de-
parted....again. But this time it was the other one! I'd checked to be sure that all was secure (as could be) before the
second flight, at least | thought | had, I'm betting | didn’t remember to check everything, like the screws holding the ski
on (how embarrassing). Again, | stayed up and enjoyed the flight, but this landing was a bit more abrupt (my duct tape
job hadn’t held up too well, an the remaining ski was a bit askew as well) taking the gear off completely this time (I
don't call it my “Beater” plane for nothing). Mike Marthaler offered to take the skis home to his shop and modify them
so they’'d be less apt to come loose again. Mike had them back to me the following weekend (nicely improved!) when
we met again at the field to fly (this time on wheels as the snow was gone). | hope we have one more good snow this
winter so | can try a uneventful flight and landing on skis!

Regardless of the challenges, it was really nice to be out flying on our field. It's going to take a lot more work and funds
of course to get our site up-to-snuff, and I'm sure we’ll have lots of help this spring and summer making it happen.

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- Field Update:

# April 15th | met with Marty Mann (President of LANDWATER Group Inc.) and George Lucas of
Star Wars fame (OK not the Star Wars guy but a road expert that works with Marty). Anyway we
discussed the field situation (drainage) and Marty, George, and | walked the site. They agreed

W Wwith what the exec committee decided last Thursday, i.e. that the most economical solution will
be to use the club lane as we have laid it out. They mentioned the high ridge north of the runway,
but also commented that it would be a LONG driveway and will also be prone to the issues that
we are seeing with the present location at some time in the future. Their suggestion is to lay #2
stone as a base layer 4-6" thick and then #53 on top of that in a 2" layer. The key to the installation is to FIRST lay
down a layer of material called "GEO-Grid", and put the gravel over it. Marty is emailing me the information for this ma-
terial but noted that Meschberger and other gravel suppliers should be familiar with it.

They suggest that we cover a minimum of 100 feet of the road (50 feet either side of our lane) with this material as well
as covering our lane including the key with the material. It is available in 12 ft wide rolls. When laying it they suggest
we lay the road GEO-grid first then overlap with the lane GEO-grid to offer support at the tee. We can also lay
GEO-grid at 45 degree angles (possibly better support) or parallel to the road in order to create a generous turn area
at the intersection. Overlap of the material is desired to tie it all together. We can lay the grid right over(in) the water at
the corners and drop the #2's on it. The water will disperse and the grid will keep the drive stable even in the soft soil.

| would like to begin Phasel of the installation of field hardware Saturday 4/19. What this will consist of is the
placement of the Frequency Board and installation of the flight stations. Jack Baxter and | plan to be there at 9:00 AM
to mark locations of these items per the revised field layout we have. Per the discussion this past Thursday we are
moving the pilot stations up to the 75' mark (edge of the runway and the flight benches will now be 15' behind them in
the pits. As you may recall the freq board is ready to install and I will have it with me. We will need to drive the post
stakes into the field and bolt the posts to them. Then install the hangers for the board to the posts and slide the board
rails into the hangers.

The flight stations are also built and ready to install. This can be attributed to the cold and glumly Saturday this past
weekend and the fact that neither Liz or | can sit still for more than 10 minutes at a time. So we went ahead and built
them and put on the orange mesh that Russ donated. These are 5' long pieces of mesh which | believe were used as it
was a bit tricky to install due to one side of a 2' width being longer by a few inches that the other. But with a bit of
stretching we got it installed and it looks pretty good. And it (the mesh) is recycled material!! | need one piece of mesh
still and will try to scrounge it here at work.

| have 20 4' steel posts that need to be driven into the field at the proper intervals and the flight stations will be slid
over these. Should be pretty easy work. If anyone has a sledge hammer you may want to bring it with you. Gloves also
would be a good idea if for no other reason than they make you look like you are working hard....I know this from
experience.

All of this should take less than 4 hours. | would like to invite any club member that wants to help to this. | keep
hogging all the fun....sorry.

There will be at least one other club work day  for field specific component placement when we install the fence
barrier at the pit line, install signs, and place the concrete patio slabs in the flight stations to stand on.

Like many of you, my interest in flight started very early in life. | wasn't yet in
the first grade when | saw my Uncle’s stick and tissue, rubber powered, Cub.
| was captivated by the intricate, light weight structure, rubber motor and
graceful quiet flight.

In the days preceding Sputnik, | was flying simple four piece gliders, rubber
powered planes and of course assembling plastic models.

After a brief excursion with CO, and Jetex rocket power, a friend introduced
me to control line planes and .049 glow fuel engines. With no adult supervi-
sion we more or less discovered balance and control surface throw on our Still a beautiful little plane
own. Always short on funds, our little engines actually saw more bench time

than flight time. | can still smell the castor oil.

My interest in aircraft and engines diminished through high school and didn’t return until my second year at Tri-State
University (1966) when | was offered a plane ride for $2.00. A Tri-State stu-
dent, who held a private pilot license, was going to get checked out in a Cessna
172. To offset some of the cost he opted to fill the two rear seats with unsus-
pecting, paying passengers. | say unsuspecting because the check out flight
included power off and power on stalls.

Although the other passenger got sick and | was a bit queasy, the experience
renewed my interest in flight. Afterwards, | changed my major from Electrical
Engineering to Aeronautical Engineering, secured a student pilot certificate and
obtained my private pilot license in November of 1967. For the next two years, |
flew a Cessna 150, a Cessna 172 and a Piper PA-12 (tail dragger) whenever
funds were available.

Me and the Cessna 150 at Tri-State After graduating in June of 1969,

| took a job in St. Louis with
McDonnell Douglas in their Gas Dynamics Laboratory (Supersonic Wind
Tunnel). A month later | watched Neil Armstrong take his first steps on the
moon and a month after that | relocated to Evendale, Ohio and began work
for GE in their Large Jet Engine Group. | was among the fortunate. By early
1970 many aerospace engineers found themselves without jobs due to
extensive government program cut backs and cancellations.

I met and married Rita while at GE, and her fear of small planes combined
with the rising cost to fly caused me to rethink my priorities and flying became

moved to Columbus.

It wasn'’t until 2003 with three kids through Purdue that | started to consider
retirement and some time to once again pursue my own interests. | knew
wanted to get back into some aspect of flight and this time, | chose radio
control. | soloed radio control in 2003 and now have three airworthy
aircraft. 1 still haven't retired but, | am preparing myself by participating in
this hobby at a comfortably slow pace.
