We are looking forward to the January meeting/holiday party . | am meeting soon with Sadie at her restaurant in the
Clover Shopping Center at 25" and Beam Rd. We will be discussing arrangements for holding the meeting/party
there. It will include food and various activities. Mark your calendars for Saturday, January 12", 2008. Shannon Ort
will be helping with the preparations, and she is very good at this, so it should be a very enjoyable evening for
everyone, including spouses.

It has been an eventful year. While we were somewhat frustrated by the lack of grass on our flying field, it looks as if
we will have a very good flying surface in the spring, whether we decide to add the fabric on half of the runway or not.
Meanwhile, we have a healthy treasury, a very respectable number of members, and we are moving forward. This
club exists for its members, and your participation is valued and appreciated. Let's make 2008 the year that RC flying
finds a great home in Bartholomew County.

Let's touch base on Fun Scale Expert. Fun Scale Expert follows the same rules as Fun Scale
Novice. You can review the article from the last newsletter that addresses the basics of Fun
Scale Novice.

In most cases, one can compete in Fun Scale Novice until they are comfortable with moving
to Fun Scale Expert. The one exception is the Scale Nationals held every year at the AMA site
in Muncie, IN. At the Scale Nationals you are allowed to fly in Fun Scale Novice during one
event. Any subsequent years you will have to move to Fun Scale Expert or another class.

On to Sport Scale Sportsman:
Competing in Sport Scale Sportsman requires a complete documentation package and your plane is static judged just
like everyone in Sport Scale Expert, Team Scale and Designer Scale. This portion of the contest is one of the major
differences in Sport Scale versus Fun Scale. If you recall in Fun Scale you get 5 points for static or 0. Judging for that
is usually done just prior to the first flight by the flight judges. Actually this is a very simple process. The other major
difference is that the “builder of the model rule” applies in all classes except Fun Scale. No ARF’s or purchased mod-
els built by someone else are allowed. Your entry can be from a
I “build it yourself kit”, scratch built or even an original design.
Build it yourself kits are not as plentiful as they were from years
past but there is still a good number available. Another option
is to use one of the many kit cutters to cut your kit for you.

In the future there will be an article that goes more in depth in
how to put together a good documentation package. In essence
one needs to provide a binder to a panel of judges. The binder
needs to provide a brief description of your model, a brief de-
scription of the full size counterpart, a set of three view draw-
ings and something that clearly documents the color and mark-
ings of the full size. During static judging your plane will be
judged in three categories.

Outline, worth a total of 40 points

Finish color and markings, worth 30 points

Craftsmanship, worth 30 points

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Static judging typically takes place prior to the first round of flying. Larger events will have static judging the day be-
fore the flying rounds begin. At a smaller contest, static judging will take place usually on Saturday morning just prior
to the first round of flying.

With regards to the differences in flying maneuvers, the required maneuvers are the same as Fun Scale. The differ-
ence comes in the options. Three scale operations can be used as optional maneuvers in your flight plan. For exam-
ple, retracts, flaps and bomb drop could be three optional maneuvers. In addition if you have a plane with multiple en-
gines you can also you that as a fourth option.

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As Safety Coordinator of a newly formed Radio Control Model Airplane Club consisting primarily
of experienced builders and pilots with a yet to be dedicated runaway, | struggled a bit in the
selection of a meaningful safety related topic for my first column.

After a few false starts | figured since the majority of our club members have been around RC
planes and flying fields for some time, an appropriate newsletter topic might just be safety and
the experienced RC club member.

Most of us have been associated with RC flight long enough to recognize an unsafe situation or
action. Many of us have seen a few of them and in some instances witnessed the predictable
results and, all of us at one time or another have been the recipient of an injury as a result of
own casualness towards personal risk.

Just to be clear, I'm not talking about unavoidable accidents or accidents involving inanimate
objects. I'm talking about avoidable personal injuries.

For example, | will never forget my first meaningful experience with cyanoacrylate (CA) glue. Upon my return to
building after years of absence, | was impressed by the speed and ease at which one could join balsa with CA glue. 1
read the warnings regarding skin contact, | built with CA and occasionally | even experienced some minor adhesion
when my fingers got too close to a joint. By anyone’s definition, | was knowledgeable, experienced and aware of the
aggressiveness of CA glue.

Yes, | was all those things but, | really didn't take the risk seriously until | accidentally applied more CA to a joint than
the balsa could absorb. It was then, in the middle of a rather painful response to the excess glue, that my attitude to-
wards the well published personal risk changed. To this day | am still not sure which hurt the most. The rapidly in-
creasing heat from the exothermic reaction of the glue and my skin or the pain that | was inflecting on myself in an
effort to separate my now securely bonded fingers. Needless to say, it was exceedingly uncomfortable and to top that
off, after achieving separation | carried a visible reminder my casual attitude towards personal safety for about two
weeks

| had been aware of the personal risk associated with the handling of CA but, | failed to take that risk seriously enough
to do anything to prevent it. Although relatively minor as accidents go, | had inflected an injury on myself by virtue of
my casual attitude towards safety. Gee, does that sound familiar to anyone?

| don't have statistics on such behavior but, | am willing to bet that a very high percentage the avoidable personal
injury accidents encountered by experienced individuals are simply the result of a casual attitude towards safety.
Contrary to what many lawyers argue, most avoidable injuries do not occur because of a lack of experience. Most
occur as a result of the lack of use of that experience.

In the coming newsletters | plan on sharing some interesting and educational safety related information. In the mean
time, the best safety related advice that I can think of is to work on adopting a safety conscious attitude towards all
aspects of our hobby. When it comes to safety, experience alone just doesn’t get the job done.
