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I need to share with you a great modeling related Christmas gift I received from wife Kathy. 
While I consider myself extremely fortunate to have a nice, big, dry basement for my work 
shop (or “Cave” as Kathy calls it), in the cold days of winter, it gets pretty chilly down there, 
even with a couple of furnace vents, neither of which is in the portion that is my “shop”.  As 
a result, when I’m building and it’s cold and I’m using epoxy, the epoxy gets very thick. That 
makes it tough to squeeze out of the bottle, but more importantly, it can prevent the epoxy 
from making a good bond with the wood if it’s too thick.  I know some guys use their micro-

wave oven to warm up the glue with good results. However, that’s not very convenient most of the time 
(unless you build in the kitchen), and I’m fearful of accidentally making a huge mess in the microwave, ei-
ther of which could lead to marital discourse.  So, a more practical solution was required.  

Last fall, I saw a picture of the perfect solution on one of the RC online forums. Later, I mentioned to Kathy 
that if she happened to come across a cheap hair dryer to pick it up for me. “Why” she asked, and I de-
scribed the “epoxy warmer”.   

 

 

Remember it takes a college degree to fly a plane, but only            
a high school diploma to fix one; a reassurance for those              
of us who fly routinely in our jobs. 
 

After every flight, UPS pilots fill out a form, called a 'gripe 
sheet,' which tells mechanics about problems with the                    
aircraft. The mechanics correct the problems, document                 
their repairs on the form, and then pilots review the gripe 
sheets before the next flight. 

 

Never let it be said that ground crews lack a sense of                           
humor.

P: DME volume unbelievably loud. 
S: DME volume set to more believable level. 

 

P: Friction locks cause throttle levers to stick.

P: IFF inoperative in OFF mode. 
S: IFF always inoperative in OFF mode. 

 

P: Suspected crack in windshield. 
S: Suspect you're right. 

 

P: Number 3 engine missing. 
S: Engine found on right wing after brief search 

 

P: Aircraft handles funny. (I love this one!) 
S: Aircraft warned to straighten up, fly right, and  
    be serious. 
 

P: Target radar hums. 
S: Reprogrammed target radar with lyrics. 

 

P: Mouse in cockpit. 
S: Cat installed.

Sounds  like a midget pounding on something 
with a hammer.

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She gave a quizzical look (which often happens when I bring up RC stuff), and said she would. I hadn’t 
given it another thought until Christmas morning, when she handed me a large gift bag that contained these 
items. 

Cool! My epoxy warmer kit!  A half gallon of milk (2% in my case), a roll 
of duct tape (which she borrowed from my shop, what tight wad!) and a 
hair dryer (much nicer than I required), but it was cheap she said, and 
blue’s my favorite color, so she’s off the hook for gifting me my own duct 
tape. It only takes a short time to assemble, but first find a good use for 
the milk, like assisting in the consumption a plate or two of your favorite 
cookies (rinsing out the milk jug first would be a good idea too).  Cut out 
the opening to accept the nose of the hair dryer, cut out two holes for 
the epoxy bottles, tape the milk jug to the drier. When you’re done, your 
epoxy warmer should look something like this.   

Just slip the bottles into the holes, fire it up, and it only takes a couple of                
minutes to get the epoxy nice and warm, ready to mix up and use on 
your project. It could have other uses too, like warming up egg rolls or 
burritos. But gentleman, be smart, don’t swipe your wife’s hair dryer to 
do this, a heated discussion could result (sorry, couldn’t resist). It you’re 
really smart, but a nice new one for her, and use her old one for your 
epoxy warmer.  

One more thing! 

I found these files today while 
cleaning up some stuff. They were 
taken about 10-11 years ago 
of Russ Kuhn and I at his field. His 
plane (orange and white)   is a  
Curtis Robin that his dad had built, 
mine is a .60 Stick (that was rebuilt 
after a crash by Russ's dad and 
given to me). The Stick met it's   
demise about a week later, and 
Russ still has this Robin I think, 
though it's long been retired.  I kept 
the wing, from the Stick and am in 
the process now  of building a new 
fuse for it and rebuilding the wing 
flat (no dihedral). And yes, I did fly 
better with the hat. Perhaps I 
should start wearing it again.             One more thing! 

Some of my RC buddies where giving me a hard time about not hav-
ing my new ski plane ready. Well, had it out for the first time today. 
What do you think?  Wing loading may be a bit high   I think.

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The Needs of A Scale Modeler: 
Oh yea, there are a few things that a scale modeler needs that perhaps you wouldn’t if you 
flew pattern, sport or assembled ARF’s only. These are not necessarily requirements but 
items that make the art of scale modeling easier and e more enjoyable. 

Reference books: 
Most scale modelers cannot pass up a book store in a mall or someone selling books at               
a swap meet. A continual search for a book with good color three views or a color profile 
even old black and whites photographs can be very valuable assets to the scale modeler. 
Besides a reference tool, they are fun to cruise through and dream of that next scale     
project. Personally I study the reference books quite a lot, thinking and pondering if that 
plane would be a good project and if there are draw backs. By a drawback I mean strange 
retractable landing gear or difficult cowls and canopies that would be hard to duplicate. 
Once in a while you may run across a subject in a book and the light comes on. “Hey, I 

know where there is a plan and parts for this one “ or “so and so has a kit that I could make this plane be 
competitive.” So check out the book stores when ever you have an opportunity. 

The Internet:  
Today the Internet is an invaluable source for searching out documentation for the subject you are                       
interested in. If you cannot find it by doing a Google search,  there are a number of other sites that you can 
go to and request help to find information on a particular subject. For example, ScaleRcBuilder.com                   
Rcuniverse.com RCGroups.com just to mention a few. You will find that most scale modelers are more than 
willing to help another scale modeler whenever possible. The ones that have been at this a while                           
understand how difficult it can be to put together a good documentation package, especially for the older 
subjects (you Dawn Patrol guys). Most WWII and newer planes including general aviation are not too much 
trouble to document but before WWII  it gets more difficult. That is not to say impossible by any means. 

Scale details:  
Constantly as I am walking through a department store or dollar store I am looking at all the small items with 
scale modeling in mind. For example, a set of dress makers pins.... “could I use those for instrument panel 
details?” “How about that set of shoe laces.... they might make a great simulated seat belt” How about that 
doll in the toy section?..... “would that make a good pilot with some other items that I could add or change”. 
Here is another one, a length of heavy black thread makes a great scale antenna. The list is practically  
endless. 

    For example, my wife found a pair of doll’s eye glasses that have worked out great for a pilot in a general 
aviation plane that is currently under construction. So, you just never know what you might run across. 
Keep your eyes and mind open as you are browsing through those types of places. Most of us that   are 
married don’t have a choice but to go sometimes any way so we may as well make the best of   it... :)) 

Things around the house:  
Here are more chances to pick up scale details or even functional items. Keep that spring out of the ball 
point pen that is going in the trash. It could be a scale detail somewhere or even used as a functional item 
to spring load a bomb release. Remove the screws from that electronic gadget that is about to go in the 
trash. While you are at it, keep some of the electronic components too such as resistors, capacitors, etc. 
They can be painted and make great cockpit details. Don’t forget the small electrical wire inside some             
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devices. It can be used a head set cord or simulating an electrical wire carrying current to any number of 
things in a scale subject. The list goes on and on, you are only limited to your imagination when it comes             
to these types of items. Besides it is fun to imagine or dream up how some of these things can be used           
and take up very little room in a storage cabinet or drawer. 

Machine shops:  
If you know someone that owns a machine shop or networked to someone that has one. They can be a 
great source to get that small detail machined that otherwise would be next to impossible. Even if you have 
to pay a nominal fee to get something made it can be well worth it. 
  
Hope this article gives you some ideas that you can take and expand on yourself. 
  
Enjoy.  There is nothing like the joy of a true scale model.
